Sports day THIS Saturday… 

Don’t forget our exciting Sports Day this Saturday! 

Time:   Preschool 7h30 for 7h45 (don’t be late) 

 Grade 1-7 8h30 for 9h00 

Venue: Mooifontein Laerskool, 14 Kwikstert Rd, Birch Acres 

What to bring: Pupils should wear their casual (PE) school uniforms and come barefoot. Bibs will be provided to 

Grade 1 to 7 pupils on the day to divide children into their correct “Houses” or colours. Sunhats and sunscreen 

are really recommended – it’s going to be HOT! Parents and spectators must bring camping chairs to sit on. The 

Mooifontein tuck shop will be open, selling food, sweets and cooldrink, but we recommend you pack in extra water. 

What to expect: As soon as you arrive at Mooifontein, please take your child to the bathroom. The preschoolers 

will begin their warm ups at 7h45 sharp. They will then engage in a full hour of “boeresport” FUN! The primary 

school pupils (Gr 1-7) collect their house bibs from their house teachers and wait for the sports day parade to 

start. All pupils (Grade RRR-7) will participate in the parade at 9h00.  

Our preschoolers will be done and dusted by 9h30, and our primary school pupils are usually wrapped up by lunch 

time.  

Tips for you to enjoy the morning: 

• Come prepared to cheer and have fun for a full morning. Wear your child’s House colours with pride! 

(Grade 1-7 pupils, please do not leave after your race, as this is regarded as very poor sportsmanship.) 

• Return the school bibs before departing. 

• Be courteous to the car guards and respect the chevroned-off areas. 

Every child (Grade RRR-7) is expected to attend Sports Day. Please RSVP to your child’s teacher if you are 

unable to attend.
