Comprehension Policy change… 

As you are aware, Solid Foundations is governed by a strict set of policies that are available to the public 

on our website. Any changes to policies do get announced in our newsletter. We would like to introduce a 

small change to our assessment policy (Grade 1-7), and confirm that as of Term 2, spelling will NOT be 

counted towards a comprehension test mark – assuming the learner’s words are recognisable. A learner can 

also only lose a maximum of 20% in a comprehension activity for not writing in full sentences. In this way, 

comprehension tests (which are heavily weighted in the light of recent research) are truly and reliably 

measuring a child’s understanding of a literary text, while other English assessments will focus on 

assessing spelling and language structure. Comprehension is regarded as a “core” learning area in 

Foundation Phase, and needs to be passed in order for the child to progress to the next grade.
