non-subsidised private schools in the province.

Parents who select an eleven-month payment plan opt to not pay school fees in December. 

After Care fees will remain at R1000 per month (excluding Grade RRR and RR – these pupils may attend 

for no charge).  

We do not have our “Outings, Stationery and Shows” budget for 2026, as we need to wait for pricing 

from external sources, and these prices are usually released in October. Please note that there is a 

policy change regarding the payment of the “Outings, Stationery and Shows” in that this fee needs to 

be paid in full before the start of the 2026 school year i.e. the first week in January (unlike our 

previous year’s first week of February requirement).  

 

Hello 2026… 

A friendly reminder that if you are not remaining with us in 2026, you need to give 

written notice by the end of September to meet your contractual obligation of a 3-

month notice period. We always wish our pupils well when they move and know that they 

will excel in their new schools.  

 

Watch the clock… 

Please remember that your child must be collected within ½ hour of their extra-

mural’s conclusion in the afternoon. We will charge you for After Care (R100 per 

afternoon) if your child is collected after this time period.
