If you do not come in to claim your 

refund, you can, alternatively, drop us an email and we can credit your school account for the correct 

amount. Please be specific in your email about the total number of items that were NOT embroidered 

and returned to you, as well as the name that wasn’t embroidered, so that we can calculate your 

refund.  

Going forward, we would like to have regular, monthly, “embroidery days”. This will continue the school 

goal of embroidering all clothing, without the overwhelming response we’ve had from one order.
